For anyone interested in international affairs and statecraft, early 2022 is an
incredibly rich, if somewhat overwhelming, time.  

Around the globe – in Russia, Brazil, Turkey, Hungary, Belarus, India, China,
Myanmar, Nicaragua, and elsewhere — authoritarian leaders are challenging
the liberal democratic consensus that has shaped world politics since the
Second World War. In China, a sophisticated human and technological
apparatus undergirds saber-rattling nationalism and perpetuates an increasing
narrow definition of human rights. To NATO’s east, Vladimir Putin’s troops mass
on the borders of Ukraine. Add to this the ongoing multi-national challenges of
climate change and covid, and it becomes difficult just to keep up.

While we all follow our favorite media to understand this complicated scene, we
share one additional resource: the programs of the Naples Council on World
Affairs. 

Lectures from the likes of Taiwan scholar Ryan Hass, Middle East expert
Andrew Tabler and Russia expert Anna Borshchevskaya, and respected
veteran diplomats such as Ambassadors Ryan Crocker and Frank Wisner
provide a deeper dive into important issues.  

Discussions in Great Decisions groups do the same, and if these sometimes
venture into territory not covered in the weekly reading assignment, so much
the better!  

Finally, in volunteering for our school outreach programs — Model UN,
Academic World Quest, and summer scholarships selection, we often find our
knowledge of global affairs advanced along with that of the student
participants. 

So, I encourage you to continue your active engagement with all that NCWA
has to offer.  True, covid has complicated this engagement a bit, but don’t let
that deter you.  There are ample opportunities to engage and learn in multiple
venues. And in these challenging times, such learning has never been more
important.

Anya Brenner, a sophomore at Community School of Naples, and Maria Rueda,
a sophomore at Immokalee High School, have been selected as the newest
participants in NCWA’s Daniel D. Bumstead Global Scholars Program.

They join three other students who began the program last year, bringing the
total number in the program to five. The other participants are Alexander Wilson
of Seacrest Country Day School, Win Thant Hlaing of Gulf Coast High School
and Alexia Espinosa Vlad of Barron Collier High School. Alexia joined the
program as a sophomore in September 2020, while Alex and Win joined as
sophomores and are now seniors.

Anya has a 4.0+ grade point average at the Community School. She has
volunteered for Legal Aid Society of Collier County, Golisano Children’s
Museum, Harry Chapin Food Bank, Guadalupe Center Resale Store and Bonita
Arts Center. She is conversational in Spanish and a beginner in German and is
a member of Model United Nations, historical officer in HOSA, a member of
Key Club, Wordsmiths and Spanish Conferencia, and is active in varsity softball
and in taekwondo.

She received the 2020-21 Citizenship Award, has been on the High Honor Roll
from 2020 to present, and has received Outstanding Achievement Awards in
mathematics, world languages, and cultures and fine arts She was nominated
for Naples Daily Athlete of the Week in softball.

Maria, a sophomore at Immokalee High School, has an unweighted grade point
average of 4.0. She is taking rigorous coursework, including AICE General
Paper, English Honors, Geometry Honors and Accounting Applications I. She
has been a tutor for Guadalupe Center’s Tutor Corps Program since August
2020, where she assists elementary students with math, reading and writing
homework and supervises young students in classrooms, cafeteria and recess.

She participated in SWFL Model UN in 2021 as delegate of the Kingdom of
Sweden for the Social, Humanitarian and Cultural Committee regarding a
peace proposal for the Israeli-Palestinian conflict. Maria plays on the
Immokalee High School tennis team, representing the school at local and
district level games, and has been a Student Council member since August
2020. She speaks English and Spanish and received on an online certificate
from Matrix Learning in 2020 after completing 28 hours of online learning about
“soft skills,” including Accountable Leadership, Culture and its Effect on
Communication, Problem Solving, Effective Learning and Communication
Skills.

The Global Scholar Program, which began with the admission of Alexander and
Win, provides certification after the students complete course work during
sophomore, junior and senior years to give them an understanding of global
history and geography that may encourage them to pursue a career in
international relations and foreign policy. Proficiency in a second language is
essential, and students must maintain at least a 3.0 grade average. 

They also attend and write essays about NCWA lectures, participate in Great
Decisions groups and attend a one-week program on international relations or
national security at Georgetown University in Washington DC. The winning
scholar receives a $5,000 award.

International Relations Scholarships Are Announced
 
Three new international relations programs are being added this year to our
School Outreach scholarship portfolio, allowing NCWA to expand its program to
11 students. The new programs are at Tufts University Summit Program
(France), which requires competence in French; the Oxford Academia Program
at Oxford University, and the American University International Relations
program.
 
This year, many of the students we have selected are first-generation
Americans, with their parents coming from countries such as Honduras, Cuba,
Bolivia and the Caribbean.
 
We will monitor these programs and interview the students when they return
this summer to ensure that the experience improves the students’
understanding of international relations, and also sparks an interest in
international relations as a career.
 
Georgetown University/American University
Scholarships were awarded to four students for Georgetown’s International
Relations program and two students for the American University International
Relations program. 
 
The students selected to attend the one-week Georgetown program exploring
today’s global issues and challenges are Gal Shem-Tov and Liam Casco from
Gulf Coast High School, and Rodrigo Velasco and Michelle Cruz from Golden
Gate High School.
 
Attending the American University program are Adrianna Hernandez and
Amanda Lugo from Golden Gate High School. They will enroll in a rigorous
three-week college credit summer program for students entering their junior
and senior years of high school that will broaden their understanding of
international relations and allow them to sample the undergraduate experience.
 
International Scholarships
We will be sending five students overseas to participate in a variety of
international programs.  Three of these students will be traveling with the
Experiment in International Living (EIL).  Aileen Maldonado Santos from Golden
Gate High School and Noah Thorne from Gulf Cost High School will be
traveling to South Korea for four weeks, where they will explore themes of
peace and conflict resolution while experiencing South Korea’s blend of modern
K-pop culture and ancient traditions. In Germany, Kelsey Nunez from Golden
Gate High School will also visit Belgium and France and learn about
international politics and gain insights into the European Union during the four-
week program.
 
Valerie Orozco from Gulf Coast High School will take the international relations
course at Oxford with the two-week Oxford Academia program, learning about
global diplomacy and significant issues through lectures, thought-provoking
discussions and interactive exercises. Participants will identify tools essential to
policy makers and ambassadors and test them through mock debates.
 
At the 26-day Tufts University Summit Program in Talloires, France, Emma
Upson from Gulf Coast High School will stay with a local family and take a
college-level course on international relations in a changing world while being
immersed in French language and culture. 
 
Academic World Quest (AWQ)
The High School AWQ will be held March 5 at the Community School of
Naples.  The winning team will be flown to Washington DC to compete in the
national competition on April 29-30. AWQ is a fast-paced team competition that
tests students’ knowledge of politics, geography, global economics, history and
world cultures.
 
The Middle School AWQ will be April 23, also at the Community School in
Naples.

Model UN Competition Is March 7 and 8

 For 29 years the NCWA has been operating a Model United Nations
competition for area high schools in conjunction with Florida Gulf Coast
University (FGCU).  The Southwest Florida Model UN (SWFLMUN) will take
place this year on the FGCU campus on March 7 and 8.  

Based on generous donations from our members, NCWA provides more than
$40,000 each year in scholarships and awards to winning students and teams.
 (A brief history is available here: https://www.swflmun.org/history)

This year, SWFLMUN will involve 14 high schools and close to 300 students
and faculty. The committees and topics range from the future of Afghanistan, to
developing a new framework for global conservation, to developing new
vaccines for future global pandemics.  (The list of topics and committees can be
found here: https://www.swflmun.org/committees--topics--and-guides).

Students register as Model UN delegates in the fall and select up to three
countries for their club/delegation to represent and begin preparations for the
competition months in advance, assisted in their research by teacher coaches.
Students competing for awards prepare position papers on their topics, which
are then reviewed and rated by a panel of NCWA members ahead of time.
They learn the structure of the United Nations and how to navigate its policies
and procedures, including how to draft resolutions.

At the conference, students maintain and defend the positions of a country that
may be in opposition to their personally held beliefs. In this role-playing the
student negotiates to achieve consensus on the issue being discussed, usually
from widely divergent views from the collective countries represented. Students
use knowledge gained in researching their assigned country and topic(s) to
present their nation's points of view.

Because of Covid-19 constraints, last year’s competition, while very successful,
occurred virtually, using specially designed software.  This year our goal is to
hold the event in-person. Here is where you hopefully come in. NCWA has
always provided a full complement of volunteer judges (this year about 70), and
we need as many as we can get.  Might you be interested? 

This involves being on campus at FGCU from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m. Monday, March
7 and from 9 a.m. to 3 pm Tuesday, March 8.  Each judge is assigned to a
committee and asked to rate the most effective delegates, using guidelines
provided by NCWA.  We provide breakfast and lunch on Monday and lunch on
Tuesday. If possible, NCWA judges will stay for the closing ceremonies that
begin at 3:30 pm on March 8.  

Keynote speaker at the closing ceremonies will be a leading expert on
combating world hunger, Tony P. Hall, former Congressman and U.S.
Ambassador to UN Agencies for Food and Agriculture and chief of the U.S.
Mission to the UN Agencies in Rome, which includes the Food and Agriculture
Organization of the UN (FAO), the World Food Programme, and the
International Fund for Agricultural Development.

Awards will then be announced and presented. It is a thrill to witness the
excitement in the room when we start passing out prizes. Take a quick look at
the prizes we awarded last year at https://www.swflmun.org/2021.

Keeping Track of a Model UN Superstar

Assume that the United Nations has $1 million to spend to provide some relief
to children in Syrian refugee camps. How would you spend it?

Five years ago, the Model UN team from Cape Coral High School led by
Daniela Barata tackled that question. They won the top prize funded by Howard
and Nancy Cohen of Estero for their innovative plan.

Daniela’s team came up with the idea – presented via PowerPoint – that they
would spend the hypothetical $1 million to set up bicycles at one end of the
camp for school-age children to ride to school on the other side of the camp
and then back home again. The system they designed was similar to that of Citi
Bike, a bicycle share system in New York City. The Syrian refugee camp they
selected was in the desert, where it was too hot to expect the children to walk
far. The bikes were a simple solution. 

A few months after the Model UN competition, Daniela organized a bike-a-thon
at Cape Coral High School and, with a little help from NCWA with advertising,
was able to raise approximately $3,500. With that money, she founded a non-
profit company in Chicago that refurbished donated used bikes. Before one
could blink, she had shipped 600 bikes to orphans in Africa. At the time, the
NCWA newsletter ran pictures of the bikes being received by smiling children in
Africa.

Often when Howard and Nancy were in Baltimore, where Daniela was
attending Johns Hopkins University, they would look her up. While Daniela was
at Johns Hopkins she volunteered her time, being the public-spirited young
woman that she is, at Centro Sol, a Latin outreach clinic where she worked on
public health outreach for Covid vaccines and studied vaccine hesitancy in
Latinos. She also volunteered for Strong City Baltimore, a free adult learning
center where she tutored a student on English as a second language.

Fast forward to now. 

Daniela graduated in December from Johns Hopkins with a degree in molecular
and cellular biology and is working at the National Institutes of Health (NIH)
studying pharmacological interventions in the process of aging as well as the
role of nutrition in chronic illness, such as diabetes and Alzheimers. She’s doing
all this while applying to medical schools. She was one of our Model UN
superstars and is still shining brightly.

Cleaning Out Locker Yields
40-Plus-Year-Old Treasure

An intrepid team of five members of NCWA’s Board of Directors didn’t dream
when they decided to clean out our storage locker that they would find historical
treasure. 

Among the expected debris in the neglected locker was a surprise – a loose-
leaf notebook containing an article in the October 30, 1981 issue of the Naples
Star, the local newspaper at the time, reporting on the founding of NCWA in
1980. Attached was a list of first-year members, showing dues of $20 for
individuals and $25 for families, plus a charge of $3.50 for each meeting.

The headline was provocative: “This man is looking for a fight, or at the least, a
good discussion on world affairs.”  It featured an interview with president and
founder Melvin LaFrenz, who had worked with American-Arabian Oil Company
in Saudi Arabia for 30 years before retiring and moving to Naples. Four years
after retiring, he founded NCWA and began bringing in ambassadors and other
experts in international affairs for speaking engagements.

Stimulating, often heated discussion is inevitable, he said. “You will either agree
or disagree with a speaker’s particular point of view. I can promise, no one will
go home bored.”

The locker cleaning team -- Bob Erbstein, Robert Roussel, Mark Schwab, Mark
Walchak and Gunther Winkler – can certainly agree, 40+ years later: There’s
nothing boring about NCWA!

On January 4, we discussed Inglorious Empire: What the British Did to India by
Shashi Tharoor. Kishor Kulkarni gave an excellent summary of Indian history of
nearly two centuries of domination by the British, ending in 1947. Some
members drew parallels with more recent “colonial” adventures, including our
own.
 
On February 1, Russia Resurrected: Its Power and Purpose in a New Global
Order by Kathryn Stoner, a Russia expert, was discussed. Too often, we are
told that Russia plays a weak hand well. Yet 25 years removed from its mid-
1990s nadir following the collapse of the USSR, Russia has become a
supremely disruptive force in world politics. The author assessed the
resurrection of Russia and argued that we should look beyond traditional
means of power to assess its strength in global affairs. 

For the March 1 meeting, book club participants will discuss World Safe for
Democracy: Liberal Internationalism and the Crisis of Global Order by
John Ikenberry. For two hundred years, the grand project of liberal
internationalism has been to build a world order that is open, loosely rules-
based, and oriented toward progressive ideas. Today this project is in crisis,
threatened from the outside by illiberal challengers and from the inside by
nationalist-populist movements. This timely book offers the first full account of

liberal internationalism's long journey from its 19th Century roots to today's
fractured political moment.
